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Replication Instructions


Sections 1 – 5 results

The do file “replication.do” replicates the results from Tables 1-11 in the main text and all tables from the appendix. The code for figures and descriptive statistics tables is to be used as-is.

To replicate regression results, follow the following process:

1) Run the regression you are interested in, with the corresponding preamble if necessary. E.g. for Column 3 of Table 6, generate the appropriate dummies then run the regression
2) Once the estimation is complete, skip to the Post-Estimation section of the do file, which starts on line 603. See code for more details; the steps are:
a. First, save the parameter estimates to new dataset
b. Second, save ancillary information from regression (N, R2, etc)
c. Reload parameter estimates dataset and do tests
