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Abstract
This data was acquired by semi-structured interview in four villages in Leik Chaung Village Tract Hinthada Township, Ayeyarwady Region, Myanmar. The Township was severely impacted by flood in 2015. Four villages were selected over an embankment which divided the area into protected and unprotected villages. Two villages were not directly affected by flood, while two were suffered from prolong inundation for two months. The interviews were conducted total 80 households selected random sampling in the villages, taking 30- 45 minutes per household. The interviews intends to extract local adaptive strategies or non-strategies on housing and livelihood against annual floods.

Value of the Data
· The data was obtained from local intensive semi-structured interview to understand rural villagers’ basic information, income, and housing. The data covers more specific information on lifestyle of flood prone area than national census of the Government of Myanmar. 
· As the survey conducted impacted and non-impacted communities from floods in 2015, the data allows us comparative analysis on affected and non-affected communities. For instance, the data shows that average of monthly income for unprotected area is, unpredictably, higher than protected area. 
· It is useful to use this data for analysis on correlation of each factors. Figures on correlation of income and floor height clearly indicates different investment approach in protected and non-protected area. 


Data
Hinthada district in Ayeyarwady Region is one of severely flood impacted area in 2015. One embankment which built 1860’s by British colonial government divided one village, and one was protected while the other was suffered from prolonged inundation for two months. The survey was conducted to understand why people in unprotected area has not out-migrate to other place, and to identify adaptive strategies against annual floods.  Thus, table 1 shows the basic information, average of monthly income, source of income, living years in the village, living years in present house, type of the house, and floor height (mm). Figure.1 and 2 indicate correlation of floor height and average monthly income.

Experimental Design, Materials, and Methods
Total of 80 household surveys were administered in four villages. Each survey took 30–45 minutes for the interview, with translation from Myanmar language to English and vice versa (Table 2). The semi-structured interviews include basic information (average income, years living in the village, and disaster damage history); information on housing (house type, floor height, years living in the house, preparedness against flood), and on livelihoods (occupation, seasonal jobs, and size of the farmland owned).
